The
next day I went to minister at the Sunday Service of their branch
church in the nearby city. Not many people attended and several
were foreigners. I preached with English interpretation. After I led
some people to the Lord, I prayed for the sick. Later I took a flight
back to Kuala Lumpur, then to the United States on the next day. 
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
